In August, 252 people were clothed (163 adults and 89 chi ldren) 
for  a total of 726 outf i ts. This was a 25% decrease from 2018. In 

August, a total of 59 households got housewares. 

In September , 203 people (122 adults and 81 chi ldren) were 
clothed w ith 726 outf i ts. This was an 14% decrease from last 

year. Also in September , 43 households got housewares.
